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WHATôS INSIDE? 



January has never been my favorite month of the year. 
Perhaps itós because we find ourselves in the depth of Winter 
(albeit, this has been ñgoodò Winter). 
Perhaps itôs because I associate January with the withdrawal that 
comes after the ñHoliday Season.ò 
Perhaps itôs because I tend to discover myself carrying a few more 
pounds in January. 
Perhaps itôs because I am reminded of my school days, when the year was but half com-
pleted,   having to return from Christmas vacation. 
Perhaps January conjures many of these same thoughts for some for you. 
But January is also the time of Epiphany, the time in which we come to know this God who 
has made himself manifest through the Incarnation, this God named Jesus.

For instance, take your Bible in hand, look up John 1: 35-51, and ask yourself this question: 
How many different titles are ascribed to Jesus?  This passage, which in so many ways pre-
pares us for the Jesus who reveals himself throughout the rest of Johnôs Gospel, is in itself 
quite a tour of         expectations regarding Jesus. 
ñLamb of Godò (1:36), ñRabbiò (1:38), ñMessiahò (1:41), ñhim about whom Moses in the law 
and also the prophets wroteò (1:45), ñson of Joseph from Nazarethò (1:45), ñSon of 
Godò (1:49), ñKing of      Israelò (1:49), ñSon of Manò (1:51).  For those knowledgeable of 
Scripture, we can also call Jesus Bethel, or ñhouse of Godò on account of verse 51 and its 
allusion to Genesis 28:10-17. 
And soon we discover during Epiphany that Jesus is all these titles, and so much more. 
And may that be the promise we encounter during this Season of Epiphany, beginning deep 
in the heart of January:  That together, as we worship and commune and fellowship and 
journey together, we will together continue the endless ways in which ñGod is for usò 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
As your Senior Pastor, I look forward to this journey of discovery with you.
